6. Continuation

The Applied Geography Commission has applied to the IGU Executive Committee for continuation for a further four years.

The full agenda for the proposed activities of the Commission will be developed in detail during the next six months following communication among the participants in the Commission.

2. The possible publication of series of papers on a specific theme of applied geography through a special issue of an appropriate journal. Those activities would be initiated by a participant in the Commission who would identify a theme and potential paper contributors who would meet during a special session or sessions under the name of the IGU Applied Geography Commission that would be held at a meeting of a professional or academic association.
